A WATER PROJECT IN
PANAMA INVOLVING 4
DIFFERENT ROTARY
DISTRICTS!

The project consists of drilling a
water well, installing a water puri-
fication system, installing a pump
and distribution system which pro-
vides potable drinking water to
the community of Playa de
Muerto. The community is lo-
cated in the Province of Darien,
15 miles southeast of Garachine.
The access to the area is by
boat, and all materials, building
and perforating equipment,
must be delivered to the com-
munity by boat. Members of the
local community, under the super-
vision of Club Rotario Panama
Oeste, will work on the project.
Personnel with specialized train-
ing will be contracted for the well
perforation and casing.

This project is a cooperative
venture between the four clubs,
one located in Panama, Club Ro-
tario Panama Oeste District 4240,
the Bentonville/Bella Vista Club
from District 6110 , one in Louis-
burg, Kansas District 5710, and
one in Pratt, Kansas District 5690.
The individuals from all three USA
clubs have actually been in Pa-
nama to see local needs. Not
long ago, a team of Rotarians,
with others, worked together on
an eyeglass project (see pg. 4)

near the project site. After re-
turning back to the USA, a
tornado devastated the area
near Pratt, Kansas and the
Playa De Muerto Rotary Club
felt such a strong bond with
the Kansas Rotarians that
they actually sent what for
their club was a sizable do-
nation to assist in disaster

recovery . This project builds on
already existing interclub cooperation
and working together will make a
major positive impact on the people
of Panama.

Club Rotario Panama Oeste will co-
ordinate the project. They will pur-
chase the supplies, arrange for the
contracts with the companies who
will drill the well and perform the spe-
cialized work. Club Rotario Panama
Oeste will periodically visit the site to
provide oversight and direction to the
work being performed by the local
community. Members of the Louis-
burg Rotary Club will provide techni-
cal support and will help Club Rotario
Panama Oeste in determining other
activities to reduce the mortality rate
in the community.

This project is truly an international
project as well as a multi-state pro-
ject. Leaders of all four Rotary Clubs
have already worked together and
are currently discussing ways to
strengthen their joint project impact
and cooperative relationship even
further. Planning is under way for
inter-club visits and discussions have
been held regarding site visits to Pa-
nama to not only oversee this pro-
ject, but to study local needs and
how to work together in the future to
address urgent unmet needs.

INTERNATIONAL H20 COLLABORATION

We are pleased to announce the official launch of the International H20O Collabo-
ration. The Collaboration is a new worldwide alliance of Rotary International/the
Rotary Foundation and the United States Agency for International Development
(USAID). The alliance is dedicated to implementing kdagn, sustainable water,
sanitation, and hygiene projects in the developing world.

More than one billion people lack access to a safe reliable source of drinking wa-
ter, and more than two billion lack access to any sanitary means of excreta dis-
posal. Combined with unsafe hygiene practices, the result of nearly 1.8 million
death® the vast majority childreh from diarrhea every year. The poor suffer
disproportionately from inadequate water supply, sanitation and hygiene, which
helps perpetuate a cycle of disease and poverty. Further, many women and girls
spend hours each day fetching water for their families, time that could be spent
learning or on other productive activities.

The International H20 Collaboration is initially exploring alliance projects in
three countries: the Dominican Republic, Ghana, and the Philippines. These
countries were selected based on their need as well as the ability and experience of
local Rotary clubs and USAID missions to address the need. As it progresses, the
alliance will strategically consider expanding to other countries.

We have just returned from the annual trip to Nicaragua. For
those of you that have traveled there before, you know what | am
about to say.
