The club bell can be gaveled again at the podium to call the meeting
back to order if the club gets a little rowdy. The club bell is most likely the oldest member and has perfect at-
tendance. A club bell is a special part of the agenda on its charter night as witnessed by what is inscribed on
the club bell. The sitting Governor, sponsoring Rotary Club, or even a Rotarian that is as crazy about bells as |
am will grace the club with its own club bell. | always read out loud what was inscribed on the bell as those
names still mean something to many in the club. A lot of people see the Rotary Club bell on charter night, but
they only hear it from then on. | think my recognition of the club bell rekindled some of the fire that burned on
charter night.

Have you ever noticed when the bell is gaveled calling the meeting to order we come to immediate attention
and the room falls quiet? It happens at the International conventions as well. Thousands of Rotarians from all
over the world are assembled in a huge auditorium, and when the bell is gaveled it speaks the same language
to all as all of a sudden the big room becomes perfectly still. All bells have the same loud, clear and distinct
tone apparently known to all no matter their language. The Rotary Bell calls us to service. It reminds us that
we are one as Rotarians, just ordinary people doing extraordinary things all over the globe.

CLUB NEWS: A Brief History of the Rogers, AR Rotary Club

Late in 1916, Charley Baltzell, Division Superintendent for the Frisco Railway
in Fort Smith, walked into a business office in Rogers, Arkansas. Edwin
Funk, Perry Clark, and Morgan McMichael were greeted with “Just the three
men | wanted to see. What do you know about Rotary?” said Charley. This
is how Rotary started in Rogers, Arkansas. Reverend John Kirkpatrick, for-
mer Rogers Pastor and President of the Fort Smith Rotary Club, enlisted the
help of Charley Baltzell in organizing the Rogers Rotary Club.

Jim Allison of Nashville, Tennessee, the District Governor of District #6,
fought for Rogers to become the first club in a community of under 5,000
population (Rogers was under 3,000). Rogers became the 21st club in Ro-
tary District #6, with clubs in Tennessee, Kentucky, and Arkansas. They
became the 5th club in Arkansas. Founded on the concept of community
service, the Rogers Rotary Club served the community as the Chamber of
Commerce from 1917-1922 and sponsored the organization of the formal
Chamber of Commerce in 1923.

Club committees then spent their time and efforts to:

e See that the streets were oiled and streets and sidewalks swept clean

e Got approval for WPA project for lake development at Diamond Springs
e Provided volunteers to help schools function for the full term

¢ Raised necessary financial support for the school year to be completed

RECOGNITION POINT CHANGES

1. Paul Harris Fellow medallions will not be provided automatically but will

be available for purchase.

2. The individual donor will be the only person authorized to transfer Foundation
recognition points.

3. Foundation recognition points will expire upon the death of the donor or

the death of the surviving spouse of a Major Donor (US$10,000+).

4. Foundation recognition points and recognition amounts will only be transferred
for transactions of 500 points or more.

5. New wearable recognition will be issued to Arch C. Klumph Society members.

It has long been the wish of The Rotary Foundation Trustees to simplify the
Foundation’s programs and allow more resources to meet donors’ expectations.
The Future Vision Plan and these changes are intended to simplify the recognition
program and, therefore, make the Foundation a more efficient, timely,

and cost-effective steward of the gifts of many Rotarian and non-Rotarian donors.

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Historically, Rotary club presidents have been allowed to authorize transfers of
Foundation recognition points from the IDs of current and former members

of their club. Once this change is implemented, only the individual donor may
transfer Foundation recognition points from their ID.

Because only the donor will be authorized to transfer Foundation recognition
points, any remaining points will expire after the donor’s death. A surviving
spouse of a Major Donor, however, may still authorize transfers on the donor’s

behalf.
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Though individuals, clubs, and districts may still transfer Foundation recognition
points to name new Paul Harris Fellows and present further Paul Harris
recognition awards, the minimum transfer from an account will be 500 points.
Transfer requests of less than 500 points, or Paul Harris Fellow recognition

amounts, would not be processed.
